EXTRA CREDIT

Create a structure type that can hold multiple members.  At least one member must be a string.  You can decide what your structure type will be used for.

EXTRA CREDIT LEVEL 1

Write a program that will declare two variables of your structure type.  Allow the members of one variable to be set by reading the information from a file.  Make the second variable a copy of the first.  Print the members of both variables.  You should create the file that will be used to read in the member values and be sure to turn this file in.

EXTRA CREDIT LEVEL 2

Write a program that will declare an array of 10 of your structure types.  Set each structure type variable's members by reading the info in from a file.  Read in info until either the array is full or there is no more info in the file.  You may assume that the info is always in complete sets (a structure variable will never only have some members filled and others with junk).   Print the members of all values in the array.   Now let the user choose a position that is already filled.  Set all the other values in the array to be copies of this given structure variable.  Now print all the values in the array again (they should all be the same, the one specified by the user).

Be sure to include the necessary information at the top of your program.  Use meaningful identifiers, good style and indenting, and comments throughout your program.

Your assignment will not be graded if it does not get turned in correctly.  Remove all files and folders generated by Visual C++ before you do your turn in.  Your folder should only contain your .cpp file to be turned in and the file you created for file processing.  Name your program as9.cpp.   Points will be marked off for not following directions.
