CS 10 - Lab 10

In this lab you will be using data files.  

Use your program from lab 6.  Change it so that instead of asking the user how many items they are purchasing, the prices are simply read from a file called prices.txt.  The program will not need to know how many prices are in this file, simply keep reading prices until the end of the file.

After all the prices have been read from the file, print the total price, tax (7.75%), and final price and print it nicely formatted as money.  For example:


Total Price:  $   13.81


Tax:          $    1.07


Final Price:  $   14.88

You will need to create the file of prices before this program can be run.  To do this:

1. Start Microsoft Word

2. Type in prices.  To make sure that you are reading from the file in a way that will always work correctly, try putting some blank lines between prices and after the last price, and even try putting more than one price on the same line (separated by whitespace).

3. Go to "File", then "Save".

4. For the "Save as Type", choose Text only.

5. For the "File Name", type prices.

6. Be sure to make it save in the folder in your account that contains your .cpp file.
