CS 10 - Lab 10

In this lab you will be using data files for your input (not the user).

Write a program that reads words from a file called "words.txt".  The file is simply filled with words, many on one line, only one on a line, blank lines, whatever format (try them all).  Your program should print out all the words that have at least five characters in them.

You will need to create the file before this program can be run.  To do this:

1. Start Microsoft Word

2. Type in a series of sentences with words of different lengths.  To make sure that you are reading from the file in a way that will always work correctly, put some blank lines in between lines with info.  Try putting a few blank lines at the very end of the file.

3.  Go to "File", then "Save".

4. For the "Save as Type", choose Text Only.

5. For the "File Name", type words.
6. Be sure to make it save in the folder in your account that contains your .cpp file.

For simplicity, do not put any grammar in your file, just words.  If you do put grammar, the symbols will count as characters in the word they succeed.
