CS 10 - Lab 9

In this lab you will be using arrays.  

Write a program that will declare an array of 10 doubles.  Allow the user to fill the array with values.  Then allow the user to decide how much of a shift they want to perform. (0-9).  The shift determines where the value in position 0 will end up.  Shift all the values over, to the right, by the user specified amount and wrap around.  Print out the new array.  Let the user continue to shift the array by different amounts as many times as they want.

Example.

Given array holding values 
1.0, 2.0, 3.0, 4.0, 5.0, 6.0, 7.0, 8.0, 9.0, 10.0

the user chooses to shift by 4, thus the value 1.0 which was at position 0 will now be at position 4 and the array will now look like:




7.0, 8.0, 9.0, 10.0, 1.0, 2.0, 3.0, 4.0, 5.0, 6.0

Now if the user chooses to shift by 3, the value 7.0 which was at position 0 will now be at position 3 and the new array will now look like:





4.0, 5.0, 6.0, 7.0, 8.0, 9.0, 10.0, 1.0, 2.0, 3.0
