CS 10 - Lab 1

In this lab you will be writing your first C++ program.  You will learn the basics of Visual C++ and learn how to write a program, compile it, and run it.

1. Log into the computer

2. Create folders, move and copy files.

3. Send and read email

4. Access assignments from the Internet

5. Use Visual C++ to write, compile, and run a simple program (given below).

Remember, the grading of your assignments (programs done on your own time, not labs) is dependent on you turning it into the grader correctly.
