Length Conversion

You MUST submit your work to the as4 folder corresponding to your lab class, or it will NOT be graded (e.g. if you are in lab class 023, you must submit your work to the folder as4_023). Remember to include your name, SID or SSN (last 4 digits), lecture & lab section numbers, lab login id, & ucr email address in the header of the file you submit (write them as comments).

Write a program that converts a length from feet and inches to meters and centimeters or from meters and centimeters to feet and inches. The program should ask the user which conversion they want. It should then ask the user for the feet and inches or for the meters and centimeters depending on their choice. 

12 inches = 1 foot = 0.3048 meters, 1 meter = 100 centimeters

For example, if the user chooses to convert from meters and centimeters to feet and inches and they input 10 meters and 25 centimeters, your program should output something like the following:


10 meters and 25 centimeters converts to 33 feet and 7.5 inches

The program should repeat as many times as the user wants allowing them to choose which type of conversion each time. 

Use functions for all the subtasks. At minimum you should have a function for input, 2 or more functions for calculations, and a function for output.
