Set this up as a header file and use it for every submission (lab, homework, home programming assignment, etc.) you turn in.

Homework assignment:

Your homework this week is to work through the standard emacs tutorial.

You will find it by opening emacs and 

a) if you are using the command line interface, entering C-h t (i.e. ctrl-h, followed by t); or

b) if you are using the x-win version, clicking on the help menu-bar button & selecting Emacs tutorial 

From this point on, try to use ONLY the command line interface, and not the menu bar or mouse. It’s very useful practice.

If you do this properly (i.e. in such a way that it will actually benefit you!) it will probably take you a couple of hours.

Finally, to make sure you actually do all this (not that I don’t trust you,of course!), write a short explanation of what happens when you type C–h k M-l (that’s an L not a 1). (What’s the M- mean? What key does it correspond to on your keyboard?).

Also, how do you restore your screen after this operation?

Submit your answers, as a plain text file with a .txt extension, to the turnin folder hw1 before 11 pm on Friday 4/2.
