Write a program that maintains a file of names, called names.  Your program should allow for the following functions:

· Add full names to the file.

· Print the names in the file.

· Search for a full name in the file.  State whether the user given name is in the file.

· Count the number of times a given first name appears in the file.  For example, if the first name being looked for is "John".  If there is a "John Doe" and a "John Smith" in the file, your function would state that there are 2 "John"s.  (Hint:  Think about how you can grab one word off a line and then forget about the rest of the line.)

For each function, you should declare and open the file names as appropriate (ifstream/ofstream and in/out/app mode).  As you should notice, the file may at times need to be associated with an ifstream and other times it may need to be associated with an ofstream.  Thus, do not simply do this once at the beginning of your program.  Do the correct action for each function.  Be sure you close the file before you reopen it.  Do not have it opened for input and output at the same time.
