You must use Linux to do this assignment.  You must also separate your program into separate files and use a makefile.  Turn in your .cc files, .h files, and makefile.

Create a timer class.  This class mimics a real-world timer by counting off seconds, starting from an initial value.  When the timer reaches zero, it beeps (outputting the alert character '\a' emits a beep).  

Your class should have the following member functions:

· A constructor that sets the timer value to zero.

· A constructor that sets the timer value to a given value.

· A function to start the timer.

· A function to reset the timer value to a given value.

When the timer is started, it should repeatedly decrement and output the current value every second.  To delay the program for one second, use a for loop whose body does nothing.  Experiment with the loop iteration value to achieve as close to a second as possible.

Your main program should create a timer and allow the user to continue choosing between starting and resetting the timer.
