You must use Linux to do this assignment.  You must also separate your program into separate files and use a makefile.  Turn in your .cc files, .h files, and makefile.

Write a class that represents a person's mailing address.  You should be able to hold the street address, the city, the state abbreviation, and the zip code.  Included in the class you should have a constructor that takes four parameters, for each of the above data parts.  You should also have a function that prints out the data as a mailing label:



1234 Date St.



Riverside, CA  92507

Now write a class that represents an international address.  An international address has all the same parts as a U.S. address plus a data member to hold the name of the country.  This class should have a constructor that takes five parameters, each of the data parts.  You should also have a function that prints out the data as a mailing label.

Now write a program that allows the user to maintain five addresses of any type.  For each of the five addresses, ask the user if they want a U.S. address or an international address, and then get the information for the address.  Then once all the addresses have been set, print them all out (this should not require knowing which ones are U.S. addresses and which are international).
