CS 12 - Lab 5

Write a class that maintains information about a house.   It should be able to hold the square footage (integer), the number of bedrooms (integer), the number of bathrooms (floating-point number), and the house address, number and street name, (string).  

Your class should have a constructor that sets each member to some basic default values.  You should have a function called Set that allows the user to enter values for each member.  You should have a function called Print that prints each member nicely.

Use the following main program.

void main()

{


House myhouse;


// show results of constructor


myhouse.Print();


// let user set info


myhouse.Set();


// show info user just set


myhouse.Print();

}

You must use Linux to do your program.  You must divide your program into separate files and you must use a makefile to compile your program.  You should read your Programming with GNU Software book, Chapter 2, pages 15-26, and Chapter 3, pages 53-79.  These topics will also be covered in lab.  You will be given a makefile to use (see below), although the topic will not be explained to you until the following week.

Makefile (there must be a tab indenting each of the lines beginning with g++):

house:main.o house.o


g++ -g -o house main.o house.o

main.o: main.cc house.h


g++ -g -Wall -c main.cc

house.o: house.cc house.h


g++ -g -Wall -c house.cc

You will be using this code in future labs, so be sure to do a good job.
