Assignment 4

This program must be written using the Linux operating system.  Thus make sure your file has a .cc extension and that it compiles using g++.

Write a friendly string sorting program.  Your program should begin by asking the user their name.  The user should be able to enter a one word name or a multiple word full name (don't ask which way they are going to enter their name, your program should just read in what they enter).  Store the user's name in a string that does not waste any space.  Throughout the rest of the program, whenever a message gets printed to the screen (prompting for input, specifying an error, …) your program should use the user's name in the message (ie. "John Doe, please enter …").

Now allow the user to use your program to help them sort words.  Your program should prompt the user to enter up to 3 words.  Do not ask the user how many words they will be entering, just read in what they enter and let the program figure out how many words were entered.  If more than three words are entered, your program will just ignore the extra words.  Now print out the words in sorted order.

Allow the user to continue sorting words as often as they desire.  You must use the string functions in order to receive full credit on this assignment.

Although this program is not due until after the midterm, it is highly recommended that you finish it prior to the midterm so that you learn the string functions well, consider it studying for the midterm (besides, then you can enjoy your weekend).
