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Virtual Functions

Write a program that uses virtual functions.  You will use your person class which should contain a person's name, age, and gender.  It should also have function that can set and print the information.  Change these functions to be regular functions, not using operator overloading.

You will also use your student class which should contain a student's name, age, gender, id number, and assignment score.  It should also have functions that can set and print the information.  Change these functions to be regular functions, not using operator overloading (call them the same name as your set and print for the person class).

Now write a program that creates a heterogeneous list of persons and students. Use the following outline to write your code.  Each call to set and print should call the appropriate function for that object type.


Declare an array of 5 person pointers


For each 5 pointers



Ask the user if they would like to create a person or a student



Dynamically allocate the structure type the user specified


For each 5 pointers



Set the information for that object


For each 5 pointers



Print the information for that object


At the end of the program, be sure that you call "delete" for every "new" called.

You must use Linux, divide your program into separate files, and use a makefile.
