Pointers

You cannot use the subscript operator ([]) throughout this program (except for the allocation of the array).  Your program should use pointers instead.  You may not use C++ reference parameters, you must use pointers to simulate pass-by-reference throughout this program.

Write a function that takes two doubles and swaps their values.

Now write a program that asks the user for a size and then dynamically allocates an array of doubles of that size.  You should then allow the user to fill the array with values.  Now allow the user to specify between the following two options as many times as they want.

· Print out the contents of the array.

· Swap two values in the array.  Ask the user for the indices of the values they wish to swap.  Use the function you wrote above.  Do not change the prototype.  Your function should pass two doubles (from the array), not just the entire array.
