Assignment 1

A grocery store keeps an inventory of their products in a file called products.  It contains the product number, the quantity in stock, and the product description (may be more than one word).  Write a program that allows the user to continue choosing from the following options:

· Print the contents of the products file to the screen nicely formatted.

· Prompt the user for a product number.  Print the quantity in stock and the product description of the item with the given product number if one exists or specify that no such product exists.

· Add one product to the products file.  Make sure that you do not allow for duplicate product numbers.

· Prompt the user for some threshold value and a file name.  Print to the specified file all the product information for the products whose quantity in stock is less than or equal to the threshold value.

Each action should be implemented as a function.

You should do the opening and closing of files within each function since some actions require the products file to be an output file and some actions require it to be an input file.  Some actions may even need it to be both (first open it one way, then close it and open it the other way).

The first time you run the program, the products file will not exist.  It will slowly grow as you choose the add action and will remain intact between program runs.

Be sure you leave enough time to turn in your assignment and work out any problems you have if you have not used the turn in program before.  Feel free to ask the TAs or I for help, but make sure it is early enough.  If fact, I suggest to all that you try a practice turn in.  Remember, even if it is honest mistake, it will not get graded if it does not get to the grader.
