CS 12 - Lab 1

In this lab you will be working with formatting output.  If you do not understand the system setup, please refer to my web page (http://www.cs.ucr.edu/~klick) and select the heading entitled The Basics.  Your TA will also provide you with help to get you going.

Write a program that reads in a series of 10 floating point numbers from the user.  Use C++ constructs to print each number in a nicely formatted column that shows each number with 2 digits to the right of the decimal point and lines up all the decimal points.  At the end of the list of numbers you should also print the following: the minimum number, the maximum number, and the average of the numbers.  The minimum and maximum should be printed with no decimal point (essentially as an integer).  The average should be printed showing 3 digits to the right of the decimal.

Example:

12.45

3.17

100.23

14.09

12.00

6.30

92.01

58.20

10.80

56.11

Minimum:
3

Average:
36.536

Maximum:
100

Now repeat this program using the printf function to do your printing.

By the end of this lab, please make sure that you understand how to turn assignments in.  Remember, it is your responsibility to make sure your assignments get to the grader (or they will not be graded), so be sure that you understand so you will not accidentally make a mistake.
