2. Assuming you are running your code in gdb, and a segmentation fault occurs, show the command to find the location of a segmentation fault.

3. Explain what the -o flag does when compiling.

4. Explain what the -g flag does when compiling.

Assume you have the following makefile

main:  main.o  list.o  node.o


g++ -g -o main  main.o  list.o  node.o

main.o:  main.cc  list.h   node.h


g++ -g -Wall -c main.cc

list.o:  list.cc   list.h    node.h


g++ -g -Wall -c list.cc

node.o: node.cc  node.h


g++ -g -Wall -c node.cc

6. Assuming you have already compiled this program, but then made a change to list.cc, show the commands that would be executed if you typed make.

7. Assuming you have already compiled this program, but then made a change to main.cc, show the commands that would be executed if you typed make.

temp = iter;

while(temp != A.end())

{


cout << *temp << "    ";


temp++;

}

cout << endl;
