Let’s call the number loaded into A ‘x’:

Then in the setup code, R0 <= x; R5 <= 1 – x (why??); and R1 starts out with #2

After the REMOD code block (if it gets there), R7 <=  R1 + 1 – x , which is then tested for the z condition code, i.e. it checks if x = (R1) + 1 

There are two entry points to the final strore result code block: STORE1 & STORE0, which do exactly as their names suggest: under what conditions will the code enter via one or the other?
